Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

1) The percentage of affordable housing required for housing developments of 10 dwellings or more or that are greater than 0.5 hectares in area. If more than one level is set in planning policies – for example varying by location in the district or size of development – the maximum, minimum and district average percentages. 
Leicester City Council adopted development requires affordable housing provision on 15 or more dwellings and 0.5 ha. The levels of affordable housing are set with policy CS7 of the adopted Core Strategy which requires: - 

· 15 % in the Strategic Regeneration Area; 

· 30 % in the South East of the City and Ashton Green; 

· 20 % elsewhere in the City.

2) The average percentage of affordable housing agreed on approval of planning applications for housing developments of 10 dwellings or more or that are greater than 0.5 hectares in the council’s area for each of 2016, 2017 and 2018. 

The council records all relevant schemes over 15 dwellings however the data is split between the strategic regeneration area (SRA) and the rest of the city. No data yet exists for the rest of the city for 2017-18 however will be available later this year. 
Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
