Removal cost £53,768.31
3. the electricity costs over the Christmas period?

The Council is still awaiting the energy bill. Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
4. the complete cost of Christmas decorations
The spend to date stands at £136,229.58. This includes sundries associated with maintenance and storage on top of the installation and removal costs. It does not include any late costs being processed or yet to be received.
