Freedom of Information Act 2000 – business rates completion notices
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked:
Can you please provide me a list of business rates completion notices issued wef 1 April 2017 to date in an excel format.

Please provide the name of the ratepayer, the address it was served to, the property reference number, the RV and the date of entry in the list.

Answer:
The Council do not hold this data in a simple format.  While it is recorded on its systems, there is no report that can extract the data easily.  We would therefore need to extract the data from each week’s schedules (approx. 90 weeks/ spreadsheets from 01/04/2017 – 18/02/19) and manually look at each case.  
We estimate it would take around 10-15 minutes per spreadsheet, so if we use an average of 12.5 minutes = 18.75 hours for extracting the data.

Each case may then take 5-10 minutes to retrieve information required and input into an excel spreadsheet.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, along with locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

The Council has duly determined that to undertake such an exercise would exceed the limit specified above.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.

You may re-use the information under an Open Government Licence.
