Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

I wish to inform you that there is a sudden and dramatic lack of residential parking on Lancaster Rd LE1 6YT.

I would like to check the data on the number of permits you have issued for this area in 2018/19 under your new permit guidelines from 2018 compared to previous years under the freedom of information legislation.

Clarification received - Please include data broken down by permit type for the current year and past 4 years. 

Please see the attached spreadsheet.
The parking problem here seems to relate to the new category of over 60yo free annual visitor parking permit. Every other car seems to have one displayed that was not possible in previous years. This prevents people who actually live here parking their car. 
Can you please explain what prevents someone from selling these annual visitor permits for profit or giving them away for free parking to anyone.

In previous years, all visitors’ vehicles would display a visitor’s scratch card. The introduction of the annual visitor permits for state pensionable age residents replaced the free scratch cards for the over 60s. This was intended to help stop the abuse and sale of this type of permit. All eligible addresses are entitled to one annual visitor permit per household and there are no identifying differences between an annual visitor permit issued free to those over state pensionable age or to residents who have paid for one. 

The rules and terms and conditions clearly outline how an annual visitor’s permit should be used. Any known misuse of an annual visitor’s permit or any other type of permit will be investigated, and appropriate action taken.

The council are either going to have to increase resident parking area or reduce total permits allocated. 
Each resident’s parking zone in Leicester differs and the parking capacity for each zone was determined at the time the parking schemes were introduced. Parking is on a first come first serve and the allocation of a parking permit does not guarantee a parking space which is clearly advised in the parking permit terms and conditions. 

What studies/data have you collected on the consequences/impact of your new parking permit regulations in 2018? 

A full review of the new permits introduced will3 take place at the end of 2019
