The LSCB keeps child serious case reviews uploaded for 3 years from date of publication.

This information is not recorded, and as previous websites have been decommissioned historical data is not held. Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
1) The total number of adult serious case reviews undertaken for each year since 2006. If these figures are not available, please provide the number of adult serious case reviews for each year for which you have figures.
Prior to the Care Act 2014, which came into effect from 1 April 2015, Serious Case Reviews (SCRs) in adult protection were voluntary and non-statutory. Records on Adult SCRs undertaken in Leicester city are held from April 2010, when the Leicester Safeguarding Adults Board was established on a non-statutory basis. Between 1 April 2010 and 1 April 2015 Leicester city commissioned 6 Adult SCRs, half of which followed the ‘traditional’ SCR model. 
With the Care Act 2014 coming into effect on 1 April 2015, Adult SCRs became statutory and are now known as Safeguarding Adults Reviews (SARs). Safeguarding Adults Boards also became statutory under the Care Act 2014; they are not public bodies for the purpose of Freedom of Information (FOI) requests. However, on this occasion information is being provided. Between 1 April 2015 and 12 March 2019 Leicester SAB has commissioned 3 SARs, one of which used the ‘traditional’ SCR model.  
Note: SCRs and SARs referenced are multi-agency reviews meeting the review criteria only. Numbers do not include single-agency reviews that have been commissioned by the SAB, or reviews commissioned by other bodies. 

2) The internet address where the adult serious case review publications are uploaded.
Since the implementation of the Care Act 2014, Safeguarding Adults Review publications are uploaded on the Leicester SAB page of the Leicester City Council website: https://www.leicester.gov.uk/health-and-social-care/adult-social-care/what-support-do-you-need/safeguarding-adults-board/ 

Prior to 2014 the information requested is not held.  Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
3) How long the authority keeps adult serious case reviews uploaded before taking them off line and requiring people to ask for the publication on request.
The main leicester.gov.uk website and supporting content management system from the time when Adult SCRs were published has since been decommissioned. This means that information regarding how long Adult SCRs were uploaded for before being taken off line, is not available.  Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
For SARs summarised in Leicester SAB Annual Reports, these are normally uploaded for approximately one year and are replaced with the publication of the subsequent year’s SAB Annual Report. 

For future SARs published, this will be determined on a case by case basis, but is expected to be for a period of no less than 12 months. 

4) The number of downloads and requests for the publication of each adult serious case review the authority has received.
