Your request for information has now been considered.
You asked:

The information I am looking for in relation to commercial gas appliance stock is as follows.

The number of installed individual commercial gas appliances, categorised into groups such as:

Heating
· Boilers - condensing/non-condensing, wet central heating systems

· Water Heaters - instantaneous, continuous, storage water heaters

· Dry (Warm Air) Convection Systems – direct/indirect air heaters

· Radiant Heaters – luminous (plaque) and non-luminous (tube)

Catering
· Ovens

· Steamers & Combi Ovens

· Hobs & Grills

· Fryers

· Boiling pans

For each of the above, I wish to know the output ratings (either in kW or BTU/hr).

I am also looking to know the sectors in which these commercial gas appliances are installed in, such as:

· Arts, Leisure & Community

· Education

· Emergency Services

· Health

· Hospitality

· Military

· Offices

As recent data as possible is what I am looking for, so 2018/2019 data if this is available.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This information is not recorded in a reportable format; we do not have an individual asset tagged register. Therefore, the requested information would require the manual trawl of all building records/specifications etc.  
This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
