Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

What does public transport - namely buses transport cost the Leicester City Council. If you have information about wards transport cost namely Belgrave & Rushey Mead. What percentage of people with buses passes make up the users.

Most bus services in Leicester are provided commercially and receive no Council subsidy. 
The most recent information on council subsidies to bus transport from 2018/19 is as follows:

The cost of subsidising local bus services that are not provided commercially was £355,058 
The cost of meeting the local costs of the national travel concessions scheme was   £9.357m. In 2017/18 there were 8.57m concessionary fare trips starting in the city, out of 26.1m trips in total. This represents 33% of all trips.
The cost to the city council of subsidising park and ride was £271k
There are no specific transport costs that relate to the Wards of Belgrave and Rushey Mead only. Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
