Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked:
Please can you provide information relating to the amount the city council pays (£) nurseries for free childcare for 3-4 years old. Please can you include data for 2018-2019 and 2019-2020. I do not require the amount of hours provided as I am aware this is 1140 (for those who qualify for 30hrs).
Answer:

All nurseries hourly rate varies depending on the supplements they qualify for.

The base rate the nursery receives is £4.00

The following are only applied if they qualify:

Quality supplement = £0.15 if the nursery has staff that have qualified teacher status / Early Years Professional Status. They have to provide copies of certificates on an annual basis.

Deprivation varies from £0.05, £0.15 and £0.20. An analysis is carried out during the spring term to ascertain the average deprivation score based on the children’s addresses. If they qualify, a rate will be applied as from the summer term. This is also reviewed annually.

Communication Accreditation £0.05 – This is confirmed by SEND colleagues on the nurseries that qualify for this.

The base rate could include all part or none of these supplements and this is reviewed every March to be applied as from the summer term.

The rates stated have not been revised and have been fixed for 2018–2019 and 2019–2020.
