Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked:
1. How many missing incidents were reported for looked after children who had been placed outside of your local authority area between 1 April 2017 and 31 March 2018?

Answer:

303 episodes for 45 young people
2. For how many of those incidents was a return interview offered during the same time period?

297 return interviews offered.  In some cases, the return interviews were for multiple missing episodes as per agreed missing strategy for the young person. Multiple attempts to complete a return interview would have been made.

3. For how many of those incidents was a return interview completed during the same time period?

The young person accepted the offer of a return interview 167 times. In most of the occasions the young person did not accept, they actively refused to engage through words or actions.
