Freedom of Information Act 2000 – council budget
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council does not hold the information requested.
You asked:
I have had a look at the current spending by the council in the document 'Budget summary (2018-2019)' section 'General Fund: Budget Summary 2018/2019. Would it be possible to get a detailed breakdown of collected money and how it is being spent in specific sectors?

I ask because the figures being high of denomination putting them into such broad labels of spending it is not apparently clear exactly the spending.
Answer:

The Council does not hold this information.  Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

To advise and assist you further with this matter, it should be clarified that the Council is unable to allocate all its income collected directly to a service provided.  
The reason for this is that the main sources such as Council Tax, Business Rates and Government Grants are not directly attributable to the delivery of a particular service and are therefore pooled to fund all the expenditure of the Council.  
This is demonstrated on page 5 of the Council’s budget report for 2019/20, this shows the Council’s total spending requirement and how this is funded from the main sources of income. 
Appendix One of the budget report 2019/20 provides additional detail of the spending requirements of Divisions within the Council.
