Freedom of Information Act 2000 – Leicester Cycling data
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked:
I am a final year student at De Montfort University studying Business and Management. For one of our final projects we have to create sustainable solutions to problems affecting a specific ward of Leicester. Our project is on Westcotes and so far have had plenty of engagement and discussion with local stakeholders on the problems associated with this area. We have narrowed our report down to creating solutions fort the following issues; Burglary, Litter and Bike theft.

My question to you is, what is the total amount of investment (£) into cycling by the council over the past few years (vague I know, can be any year after 2016 or a total sum) and; How much is planned to be invested over the near future?

Answer:

Since 2012, Leicester City Council has funded a number of cycling interventions.  Whilst allocated to Leicester City Council, the funding for these has come from a variety of sources.

2012 – ongoing Connecting Leicester – is funded by a combination of funding sources that Leicester City Council has successfully bid for to deliver:

· Townscape projects all of which include access for cyclists, ranging from re-furbished streets e.g., the Heritage Quarter or additional segregated cycle lanes e.g. Welford Road and London Road.

· Current and future programme spend for connecting Leicester is £13.4m, with a further £16.8m for North City Centre Access Improvement Programme (both subject to funding approvals).   

2020 Transforming Cities Funding – Department for Transport - £7.8m 

Including introduction of Bike Share scheme, transport hubs and focus on adding to the arterial cycling routes for access to City Centre. 

Ongoing – Leicester City Council Transport Strategy - Cycle City Cycle Challenge Grants - £300

Annually - £6k grant fund for community groups to promote cycling. 20 grants provided each year.

2016 – 2020 – Department for Transport Access Funding - £3.25m – (includes additional sustainable travel initiatives not listed here)

· Sustainable Travel Business Grants

· Bike Share Feasibility Study

· Workplace cycling programme

· Adult cycle training programme

· Ride Leicester Promotions

· Led Ride Programme

· Mobile Bike Parks

· Freight and Bus Driver awareness scheme
