a. Type of right of way (e.g. footpath, bridleway, RUPP, BOTAT etc) - REQUIRED
b. Name of right of way
c. Description of right of way
d. Date of capture
e. Date of last update

The Public Rights of Way spatial data can be accessed from the Council’s Open data platform (https://data.leicester.gov.uk/pages/home/).
This letter therefore constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied, namely the information is already in the public domain i.e. the Council’s website.

Not all the requested attribute data is recorded but it does include the type/classification of Public Right of Way and the Definitive Map Ref Number (the nearest you’ll get to a name).
Date of Capture and Date of Last Update are not available, it is the current situation published every night.  The Council is informing you of this in accordance with Section 1.1 of the Act, information not held by the Council.
You may re-use the information under an Open Government Licence.
