Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

I would be grateful if you could provide information on the following:
1. Does the council allow promotional and recruitment activities by the armed forces in public spaces/events?
Yes.

2. If yes to 1., does the council allow weapons and military vehicles to be part of these activities?
Yes. There are additional terms and conditions that the Armed Forces must adhere to when booking spaces for recruitment and promotional activity – specifically:

·         All weapons on display will have their working parts removed. 

·         All weapons will be chained with no weapon system pointed towards the public.

3. If yes to 1., what is the procedure for the armed forces to undertake these activities?
They are required to formally book the spaces and pay the requisite hire fee. They must adhere to a defined set of terms and conditions as part of the booking which includes additional terms and conditions specific to these activities as noted above.

4. What is the council's policy on children (under 18 years old) handling military weapons in public spaces/events?
No individual under the age of 16 is permitted to handle any weapons without parental consent at recruitment and promotional events held on booked public spaces. This is part of the additional prescribed terms and conditions.

5. What policies inform the council's position on this, in relation to event licensing, safeguarding, the Armed Forces Covenant etc.

The Council’s commitment to the Armed Forces Covenant balanced against any legal requirements and our safeguarding duties.
