Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked for:
I am writing to you under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 to request the following information from your Planning Department, regarding your current (5-year) housing land supply position and in regard to your current local plan (status):

1) a copy of your current 'five year housing land supply' position statement. If you cannot provide a current housing land supply position statement, please provide the most recent document illustrating your district’s housing land supply position.

Answer:
The Council currently does not have a standalone five-year housing land supply position statement, this is included in the five-year housing land supply update statement which is a part of the Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment (SHLAA) 2017 published earlier this year. 
SHLAA 2017 can be viewed through the link below (pages 10-13 for the five year housing land supply position).

This is the latest update and the Council here applies the exemption to disclosure contained at Section 21 of the FOIA and Regulation 6 (1) (b) of EIR-Information accessible to the applicant by other means/available in another form/format. 
The Council will be updating its five-year housing land supply statement as part of the Local Plan work and will be publishing the updated statement in due course (for submission next year in 2020).

2) a copy of, or hyperlink, to your current (adopted) local plan and the date it was adopted.

The Council currently has an Adopted Core Strategy adopted in 2014 and saved Local Plan policies. Both these documents can be viewed on our website through this link:

This therefore acts as a refusal notice under Section 21 of the FOIA and Regulation 6 (1) (b) of EIR, namely the information is made publicly accessible to the applicant by other means/ in another form or format.

3) The same information for any Site Allocations, Development Management Policy Plan, or similar “Local Plan part 2” document which forms part of the “local plan” alongside a core strategy (or similar). 

As above. Both documents mentioned in point (2) above form a part of the adopted planning policy for the determination of planning applications in the City.

4) If your plan is more than 5 years old, please let me know if this plan has been reviewed and is therefore seen as “up-to-date”.

The Core Strategy was adopted in July 2014 and is Council’s most up-to-date adopted plan. 

5) If your plan period has ended, or if the plan is more than five years old and has not been reviewed, please let me know if you are currently working on a plan review and/or if you are still using the policies of the plan, which already passed its plan period, for the determination of planning applications.

The Council is currently working on a new Local Plan (2019-2036) towards a draft Plan consultation (Reg 18) in Autumn this year with Reg 19 consultation and submission next year and Adoption in 2021. 
The Core Strategy and the saved Local Plan Policies (link above in the answer in point 2 above) are still used for the determination of planning applications, until such time as the new Local Plan is adopted in 2021 when it will replace these two documents.
