Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
I also want the exact number of legal notices served and how many fines / enforcements have taken place so far for this anti social issue.
I specifically want data on the Fosse and Westcotes ward, but if this data is for the whole of Leicester and segmented into districts, that would be great.

I want all the data specifically related to this issue on bins being left on the street.

Fosse Ward
April 2018 to March 2019 – 410 stage 1 warning notices were issued and 40 fines.

Westcotes Ward

April 2018 to March 2019 – 399 stage 1 warning notices were issued and 16 fines.

City Wide 
April 2018 to March 2019 - 5,629 stage 1 warning notices were issued and 206 fines
The city-wide figures include the Fosse and Westcote Ward numbers.
