· The number of notifications of removal from school roll made to the local authority in each of the following school years, 2014/15, 2015/16, 2016/17, 2017/18, 2018/19 to date, broken down by the reason given for removing the child from the school roll.
Please find the relevant information attached.  Please note, where the reason is not reportable, the reason is known by the relevant school and/or the LA but that reason needs to be identified manually.  

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This information is not recorded under a specific category code or in reportable format. The requested information would be recorded on an individual’s case file and would require the manual trawl of each user record.  Allowing 10 minutes to locate, retrieve and extract the necessary information would require over 2,000 hours of officer time.
