Your request for information, made on 30 June 2019 has now been considered. As the information relates to waste and this can impact on the environment, we have considered the request under Environmental Information Regulations 2004
(EIRs) as opposed t the Freedom of Information Act 2000.
You asked:

How many waste sites do the council operate? 

Leicester City Council operates two household waste recycling sites. Freemens Common and Gypsum Close recycling centres. There are other waste sites, however those are not available to members of the public. 

How many people use them and are they all City residents? 

We do not hold information on how many people use each of the sites. We know that there were approximately 230,000 visits to the Gypsum Close site in the financial year 2017/18, however that figure includes visitors to the household waste site, LOROS reuse shop and trade waste facility. We do not hold visitor figures for the Freemens Common site. We do not collect information about where visitors have come from. This is therefore information not held and a refusal notice under EIR Regulation 12 (4)(a).

What tonnage is collected at each site each year? 

The tonnages collected by the household recycling sites for 2018/19 were approximately 13 tonnes for each of the two sites. 

What charges are made by your sites?
There are no charges for use of the household waste recycling sites. Charges for deposit of trade waste at the trade facility depends on the types of waste and can be found on our website at https://www.leicester.gov.uk/your-environment/recycling-and-waste/trade-waste/
