A copy of your tree maintenance works carried out to the Maple (field) trees 6 to 8 metres away from 15 Evelyn Drive, Leicester, LE3 2BT as shown and labelled as T2 on the attached site plan, pertaining to but not restricted to recommended works, extent of works completed and inspections;
The tree labelled T2 on the submitted plan is included in G5, a Tree Group of Mixed Species. There are also 4 individual Field Maples recorded within this site. They were inspected 2nd July 2018. Recommendations: Fell and poison 4 Field Maples. Any smaller trees or self-sets in this group area – where Field Maples were – are to be cut to ground level and treated. Work completed 28th August 2018.
Copies of your risk analysis in respect of the trees, between 2005 to 2016, to include any maintenance regimes, if any, also carried out within this period;
This is included in the city-wide general maintenance regime, as per above policy document, and in the previous answer given.
