Freedom of Information Act 2000 – sibling groups in care
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked:
1) How many sibling groups are in the care of your local authority, as of 15th July 2019?

'Sibling' should include full siblings, half siblings, step siblings and adoptive siblings.

Answer:
156 sibling groups comprising 448 individual children and young people


2) How many children in your care, who are part of a sibling group, are not living with at least one of those siblings, as of 15th July 2019?

177 children and young people from 92 sibling groups are not living with at least one of their siblings.
271 children and young people from 103 sibling groups are living with at least one of their siblings.
Note that large sibling groups will have cases where some siblings are living alone and others are living with their siblings. This means the number of sibling groups shown above is larger than the 156 groups from part 1).
Note that, in many cases, accommodating siblings in separate placements is beneficial to the care and progress of the children and young people.
