If the Civic Society had made a written objection to a planning application, they along with other objectors would have the opportunity to share the 5 minutes of public speaking time allowed for objectors.

2. Is there a limit on the number of registered speakers permitted to speak at your Planning Committee? If yes, please specify the maximum number of speakers allowed.
There is no limit on numbers of speakers.

3. Is there a limit on the total time allowed for registered speakers? If yes, please provide details of the time restriction.
5 minutes is allowed for applicants to speak; 5 minutes is allowed for objectors to speak (if more than one objector wants to speak, the 5 minutes is shared); Ward councillors are also allowed 5 minutes to speak.

4. Are your Planning Committee procedure rules publicly available online? If yes, please provide the weblink.
If an application is scheduled for Planning Committee the attached advice is given to all those who have made representations. It is not available directly on the web site but is made available on request.
