2. The date and outcome of the last independent audit or inspection of each of these schools Asbestos Management Plans.
Please see the attached spreadsheet regarding the date of the last independent audit.
At the time of the asbestos surveys, any immediate health and safety issues discovered by the surveyor on site would be immediately addressed by the site supervisor & Leicester City Council Compliance Officer.  Any affected area would be isolated as required and a reassurance air test carried out.  A framework asbestos contractor under the guidance of the asbestos surveying company would carry out any remedial works to remove, encapsulate or environmentally clean the site. Making the area safe and fit to be a reoccupied and a certificate would be provided.

3. The details of any reported incidents of asbestos exposure in these schools between 2010 and 2019. 
There are no reported incidents of asbestos exposure in any of the City’s schools for the period requested.

4. Details of any improvement or prohibition notice served or guidance issued by the HSE in relation to the management of asbestos in schools in your area in the last 5 years.

5. The number of school employees (existing and retired staff to include teaching staff, school support staff and caretakers, etc) and ex-pupils that have pursued a claim against the Council for exposure to asbestos within a school in your area.

Leicester City Council provide both classroom and e-learning training for school governors, head teachers, site staff and any other relevant persons that explains what asbestos is, where it might be found, how Leicester City Council manages asbestos in its properties, the roles of relevant employees in discharging the asbestos management plans including routine monitoring of condition and reinforcing that asbestos must not be disturbed/damaged (except as part of a controlled project to do so) and that this is especially important to manage/control when any works are planned/undertaken.
