You asked:

I would like to know how many public recycling bins there are in the area, broken down by the type of waste they accept, and separately, the number of publicly accessible general waste bins.

Most recycling bins are allocated to specific properties and are not publicly accessible.

There are 202 publicly accessible recycling banks provided by Leicester City Council:
· 38 for paper/card

· 126 for glass bottles and jars

· 36 for textiles

There are 2550 street litter bins for general waste provided by the Council located at prime locations in the city centre, parks and highway land. There are no street litter recycling bins provided by the Council.
In addition to the number of bins, please can I also have the number of sites they are located at? E.g., if there are two bins both next to each other, this would be one site, but two bins.

Street litter bins are all individual, so there are in effect 2,550 sites for these. There are 66 sites with recycling bring banks.
