Freedom of Information Act 2000 – Issues relating to The Dock
Your recent requests for information have now been considered. The Council holds some of the information requested and has aggregated the requests as most of them refer to The Dock.
You asked:

How much profit is generated from the selling of goods, foods and drinks at The Dock, 75 Exploration Drive, Leicester, LE4 5NU?

This is not information that is held. The Council does not record ‘profit’ in the budget. For your information, on tuckshop and stationery The Dock makes an average margin of 5% and on average sells circa £40 a week of sales, so approximately £2 profit per week. On franking it makes no profit. 
How much did the solar panels cost to install at The Dock, 75 Exploration Drive, Leicester, LE4 5NU? 

The solar photovoltaic array at Dock was procured as part of a Power Purchase Agreement and did not cost the City Council anything to install. A third-party provider was granted permission to install solar panels in return for the power purchase agreement over 20 years.  The up-front costs of installation were funded by the provider who continues to own, maintain and insure the panels for the period of the lease. In return the funding provider retains all of the Government’s Feed-in Tariff payments (pence per kWh generation) and the City Council agrees to purchase all of the renewable electricity generated for use within the building.

What is their running costs?

It is the responsibility of the owner / provider to operate and maintain the panels and so the running cost (to the Council) is “nil”.

How much does the electricity cost per month over the last 12 months in the communal areas of the DOCK, 75 Exploration Drive, Leicester, LE4 5NU?

Electricity cost for the year £21235 (what the Council pays after tenant recharges). This is for communal lighting and all heating.
 
How much profit is made from the solar panels with the generation of spurless electricity provided to the national grid?

This is information not held by the Council. We are not able to provide this information because the panels are owned and operated by a third-party provider. There is no profit element to the City Council, but it does benefit from the purchase of 100% renewable energy at less than the price of its contracted grid electricity.
How many of the council employees are deployed to work with the tenants and work onsite at the Dock, 75 Exploration Drive, Leicester, LE4 5NU? 


At the Dock there are 4 Full Time Equivalent (FTE) staff, plus 2 cleaners that in total are just over 1 FTE.
How many employees are deployed to work with tenants and work onsite at the LCB Depot, 31 Rutland Street, Leicester, LE1 1RE?

The LCB Depot has 4.5 FTE staff, plus 2.4 FTE cleaners/ caretakers
How much money did Leicester City Council pay for games consoles located at The Dock, 75 Exploration Street, Leicester, LE4 5NU

£79 for one and £82 for the other.

Please can you confirm how many games consoles Leicester City Council has purchased and at which properties are they kept?
We have two in the kitchens at the Dock for tenant use. To check in all other areas of the Council, over 500 services, would take more than the appropriate limit. Every manager in the Council would need to be contacted and the receipts checked for possible spend as there is no specific category on the finance system for ‘games consoles. The Council does not have to respond to the request under section 12 of the FOI Act if it would take over 18 hours to provide you with the information.
