Freedom of Information Act 2000 – walls built for private owners 
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked:
I would like to ask for three pieces of information in respect of walls built in the Evington Road area for private owners earlier this year.

Firstly, I would like to know how the decision to subsidise private owners' property improvements was made. The clarifications I would like on this are as follows:
- How was authority for this scheme agreed? Was this a council vote or was it decided by one or more people in positions of authority?
- If a vote, who were those who voted and how did they vote? If made by individuals, who were they and what authority do they hold to make these decisions?

Answer:

For your information this letter constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied, namely the information is already in the public domain i.e.it is published on the Council’s website.

Secondly, I would like to know what cost this scheme was to the taxpayer. Both as a total and per property.

The construction cost of the scheme was £101,975.76, making the cost per property £4,433.73.


Finally I would like to know if, as part of the owners' £1 contribution to the scheme, were they required to adhere to any conditions, such as contributing more money should they sell within a specified time frame?

Property owners are required to enter into a legal agreement. There is no requirement for them to contribute more money should they sell within a specific timeframe.
