Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

This is an FOI request for information about the decision to abandon the extension of Fosse School into Waterside School on Fosse Road North, and reallocate the land for a Free school instead.

1 At which meeting and on what date was the decision made for the City Council to abandon the project to extend Fosse School?
An official decision has never taken in this regard. Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.  Regulation 12(4)(a) of the Environmental Information Regulations is also engaged, we do not hold this information.


2 At which meeting and on what date was the decision made to make the land available for a free school?
A decision has not been taken in this regard; however, should the Department For Education wish to proceed with the site we would anticipate a decision in due course.  Again, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.  Regulation 12(4)(a) of the Environmental Information Regulations is also engaged, we do not hold this information.


3 The dates of meetings between any of the City Mayor, councillors or council employees to discuss the allocation of the land with any organisations interested in using it, eg Rushey Mead Educational Trust or others.
Meetings have taken place with organisations to discuss the allocation of land however; these meetings have been with officers only and the Department for Education and their advisors.  A monthly meeting is held where all Free School projects in the city are discussed including the land allocated to this project. Meetings are currently held on the last Friday of every month between officers and the Department for Education. This has been a consistent arrangement for a number of years. 


4 Which organisation is going to pay for clearing the asbestos off the land and how much will it cost?
The project is at a very early stage of inception and therefore no discussion or agreement has been made in this regard.  Therefore, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.


5 Which organisation is going to pay for building the access roads to the site?
The project is at a very early stage of inception and therefore no discussion or agreement has been made in this regard.  Therefore, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

6 What has been the overall cost to date to the City Council both of the unfinished Fosse School project, and any subsequent costs of making the land available for developers? 
The current costs for Fosse School project is £2,591 net of VAT, which relates primarily to feasibility costs. 

The land has not been made available to developers and therefore there is no cost. Again,  this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.  Regulation 12(4)(a) of the Environmental Information Regulations is also engaged, we do not hold this information.
