There is no specific budget, but money is identified within money put aside for the prevention of homelessness, as needed, and the Discretionary Housing Payment fund is used to assist with elements of the private rented schemes.
4. What are the eligibility criteria for the scheme/who can apply?
· The applicant must be homeless or threatened with homelessness or have some other identified housing need
· The applicant must be eligible to receive housing assistance (for example, a UK National, EEA National who is economically active, Non-UK/EEA National with leave to remain and recourse to public funds, etc.)

· The applicant must have a local connection to the City (using the definition in Part 7 of the Housing Act 1996, and subsequence guidance and Local Authority Agreement)

· The property must be affordable and within the city boundary

5. How can people apply for help from the scheme? (If via the website, can you please provide the URL?)

The applicant must be initially assessed by a Homelessness Prevention Officer and once the criteria is assessed as being met, the case is then referred to the Private Rented Sector team
