According to Part 3, s44 of the 2014 Children & Families Act, local authorities must review Education, Health & Care Plans (EHCPs) at least annually. 
As part of this annual review, local authorities must decide whether to maintain, amend, or cease to maintain the EHCP. The local authority must notify parents or the young person of their decision within four weeks of the review meeting, and they must notify them of their right to appeal matters within the EHCP that arise from this decision. 
I would be grateful if you could provide me with the following information: 

· • The number of EHCP annual reviews completed by the local authority in 2018 

Answer: 612
· • The number of EHCP annual reviews that were not completed by the local authority in 2018 
144 were began in 2018 but were not completed until 2019. However, 25 of these reviews were deemed to have been completed within the appropriate time scales.
· • The number of EHCP annual reviews completed by the local authority from 1st January 2019 to 1st October 2019 
275
· • The number of EHCP annual reviews due for completion by the local authority between 1st January 2019 and 31st October 2019, but which have not been completed 
200
· • The number of EHCP annual reviews that currently remain incomplete at least 6 months after the last review meeting 
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
