Please find attached 16 legionella risk assessment schematics which were conducted or received from 01 January 2019 up to 17 December 2019 as FOIR requested. There are actually 33 PDF schematics as some sites have more than one drawing.
Please note staff names have been redacted from the drawings.  Junior staff names are exempt from release under Section 40(2) of The Act as they are personal data. The Council judges that this personal data is being processed for the purposes of employment and that disclosure to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1– fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified and not incompatible purposes.  Therefore, this Information is exempt from release.
