I would like to make an FOI request for voter data from the 12th December 2019 General Election. Specifically, I would like the following info:

- how many people were registered to vote by post in your constituency?
Answer:
There are three constituencies in Leicester, the number of registered electors who chose to vote by post were:-
Leicester East – 11,517                  
Leicester South – 9,878                 
Leicester West – 7,399

- how many postal votes were received?

The number of envelopes received in relation to postal vote packs were:-
Leicester East – 9,832                    
Leicester South – 8,631                
Leicester West – 6,118

- how many votes were marked as invalid?

The number of envelopes received containing documents that were rejected were:-

Leicester East – 429                       
Leicester South – 281                    
Leicester West – 240

- what was the result of the postal vote by party? If easier, just including the top 3 parties is fine.
The legislative requirements for the election count do not require results to be determined on the basis of postal and non-postal votes and therefore this information is not available.  This is therefore a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with Section 1.1 of the Act, this information requested is not held by the Council.
