Q6. What information about the appeal process is given to Community Protection Notice recipients?

This is written on the Community Protection Notice
YOUR RIGHT OF APPEAL
An appeal against this Notice may be made to a Magistrates' Court within 21 days from the date upon which you received this Notice, on the grounds that: 
1)
The conduct specified in the Community Protection Notice—

a.
did not take place,

b.
has not had a detrimental effect on the quality of life of those in the locality,

c.
has not been of a persistent or continuing nature,

d.
is not unreasonable, or

e.
is conduct that the person cannot reasonably be expected to control or affect.

2)
Any of the requirements in the Notice, or any of the periods within which or times by which they are to be complied with, are unreasonable.

3)
There is a material defect or error in, or in connection with, the Notice.

4)
The Notice was issued to the wrong person. 

IMPORTANT NOTE
In the event of an appeal, any requirement that may be imposed by this Notice to stop doing any specified thing(s) shall remain in effect pending the appeal hearing and action may be taken for non-compliance.


Q7. Is information about Community Protection Warnings/Community Protection Notices that have been issued shared with relevant interested partners, such as housing or police? If so, how is this done?

None of our information is shared unless requested and appropriate to do so.

Q8. What training is given to officers that issue Community Protection Warnings/Community Protection Notices, in terms of content and duration?

Regular training is provided to all officers by a consultancy that is expert in this field that specialises in all aspects of local authority regulation and enforcement from Enviro-Crime and ASB through to Planning Enforcement, Licensing, Food and Health and Safety.
