You asked:

If a sitting council tenant becomes disabled in a council house, and their current living conditions are not suitable for their needs, and there is no immediate housing available, what does Leicester Council do in these circumstances?

Where it has been established, following an occupational assessment, a council tenant is living in accommodation that does not meet their access and health needs nor can it be adapted for their needs, the tenant is given additional priority on the Housing Register to move to more suitable accommodation. Where there is no immediate housing available, the current home is assessed if any minor adaptations could be undertaken that could assist the tenant to maintain independent living in the property.
