They are mixed across all services dependant on individual user requirements. Android tablets are predominantly deployed in Sports Services. 

3. What brand and models do you currently use? 


Microsoft Go, Lenovo PCs and Laptops and Samsung Android Tablets. 

4. How much did you pay for each laptop, desktop, tablet and display product? 


This information is commercial pricing from providers and it is exempt under the provisions of Section 43(2) - Commercial Interests. This letter therefore is a statutory refusal notice required by Section 17(1) of the FOIA Act.  

Disclosure of this information would, or would be likely to, prejudice the commercial interests of any person (including the Pubic Authority holding it).

This is a qualified exemption under the FOI Act which means that consideration must also be given to whether in all the circumstances of the case the public interest favouring disclosure is greater than the public interest in maintaining the exemption. The public interest means what is in the best interests of the public not what is of interest to the public. 

We have considered whether the public interest in maintaining the exemption outweighs the public interest in disclosing the information. 

There are a number of public interest arguments that weigh in favour of disclosing the information you have sought: 

• The general proposition of maximising openness that the FOIA and the Council aspire to; 

• The benefits of ensuring transparent and accountable government by disclosing how the Council receives and spends public money;

However, there are also public interest arguments against disclosure: 

• Releasing the requested information could prejudice the Council’s current or future negotiation capabilities. 

The public interest in withholding the requested information outweighs the public interest in disclosure of the requested information. 

5. What year and month is the next hardware refresh due? 

All devices are on a 6 years renewal replacement program, the time the refresh is due depends when the device was purchased. We do not purchase all the devices at the same time.

We use a revenue budget held within IT
