Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked:
Thank you for your response. Please could you confirm the figures of £569 average weekly fee for residential and £590 for nursing as the figures given in a freedom of information request to your council last year were £474.17 for residential (20% lower than this year) and £472.71 for nursing (24.8% lower than this year)?

You clarified:

It is the support of older (65+ years) people in independent sector care homes in residential care in long term placements (the same criteria for people in nursing care as well).
Answer:

The way data is captured in our systems makes it difficult to easily calculate the correct average. 
Using your clarified rationale of what underlying data you are requesting we have recalculated the figures provided for this year 2019/20 current packages.
1. The average weekly fee (to the nearest £) currently (financial year 2019/20) being paid by LCC to support older (65+) residents of independent sector care homes in:

a) Residential care = £594

b) Nursing (Excluding Funded Nursing Care payment) = £589.

2. How many older (65+) residents are LCC currently supporting in independent sector care homes for 

a) residential care = 761

b) nursing care = 135

For clarity, at the time of the request in 2018/19 (Aug 2018) the Council was in the process of finalising a ‘retrospective’ review of fee levels which had been delayed due to legal formalities. 
Therefore, the payment rates that the data was based on at the time the FOIA was made were the prevalent rates being paid at that point in time, these being the 2017/18 rates. 
Finalised fee rates for 2018/19 were subsequently agreed and implemented in our systems as at end of November. Therefore, the current rates for 2019/20 are effectively 2 years on from what was provided for the 2018/19 FOIA, and following a detailed review of the fee levels paid rather than just an annual inflationary uplift of the previous fee rates.
