5. Do you operate competitive tendering when introducing new organisations in the councils procurement? 

6. How can a private residential care home provider approach the council when wishing to introduce their service? 
7. Which team in the council do we contact for more information, address, email, telephone?
8. Who should be approached within the council to discuss referrals , rates and commissioning? 
8. Once a service is established how is this service promoted in the council? Current services in place 
1. How many adults with mental health/ disabilities care homes does the council operate? 

2. How many adults with mental health/ disabilities are placed in care homes that you operate? 

3. How many adults with mental health/ disabilities are placed with private residential care providers? 

4. What is the average weekly cost of placing an adult in a private mental/ disability care home including lowest and highest amount based on their needs?
6. What is the average size of the care homes you place adults in (i.e. how many adults can they accommodate)?
7. What is the average distance adults are a placed from their home? 
8. Do you place adults in council other than your own, if so what is the main reasons? i.e. shortages of care providers?

9. Do you make more referrals to short stay residential placements or long term residential placements? 

10. Last year what percent of adults with learning disabilities were placed in foster care in comparison to those placed in residential homes? What percent of those placed in residential homes were placed in privately run homes? 

11. When an adult is referred do we have a contract for a set period of time? 

12. How much do you charge private care homes per adult for emergency referrals (maximum and minimum prices) and how much notice is the home given before an adult is placed? 

13. Is there more of a need for more short term placements or long term placements? 

14. What is the process for local authorities when making a referral to a private care home? 

15. Do local authorities negotiate or have set rate or prices based on an adults needs? 

16. Do rates vary depending on need/ behavioural problems? 

17. Once established as a provider how will the organisation be promoted within the council? 

18. What are the areas that local authorities feel need more service provision in? 

19. What other services in the council refer adults to homes? 

20. How long do adults stay in emergency short stay placements on average?

21. Is there a shortage of a particular type of care service i.e. Autistic Adults? Preventative Care?

22. What is the council struggling with most in terms of dealing with Care Providers i.e. Quality Of Care? Quality Of Property? 

23. How many Care/Support Working Agencies do you work with? How many hours per week per agency are currently required?

24. What is the preferred type of accommodation for mental and disabled individuals i.e. flats, house with communal areas?

25. What are the requirements for Adults with Mental Health issues in terms of the property, level of care and 1-2-1 support?

26. What is the future strategy with regards to care, housing, mental health? Are there new tenders being considered over the next 2-4 Years? If so, what areas?

27. What is the average cost of private patient transport services (AMB) per day/ week/ or month?

28. What is the average cost of private supported living services (SLS) per day/ week/ or month?

29. What is the average cost of private extra care housing services (EXC) per day/ week/ or month?

30. What is the average cost of private domiciliary care services including those provided for children (DCC) per day/ week/ or month?

31. What is the average cost of private care home services without nursing for each of the following services; residential home, rest home, convalescent home, respite care, mental health crisis house and therapeutic communities per day/ week/ or month?

32. What is the average cost of private care home services with nursing for each of the following services; nursing home, convalescent home with nursing, respite care with nursing and mental health crisis house with nursing per day/ week/ or month?

33. What is the average cost of private community-based services for people with a learning disability for each of the following services; community learning disability teams and challenging behaviour/outreach teams per day/ week/ or month?

34. What is the average cost of private adoption care services per day/ week/ or month? 

35. What qualifications and requirements are needed to become a private learning mental / disability residential care home provider? 

36. Please provide a breakdown of the number of people placed into each specialism/ service and the weekly fees per adult according to need for the following; - private patient transport services- private supported living services- private extra care housing services- private domiciliary care services- private care home services without nursing- private care home services with nursing- private community-based services for mental/ learning disabilities- private adoption home 

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

We estimate it will take several days to process your request.  Multiple service areas will need to trawl through numerous records to locate and retrieve the specific data requested.
This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.

You may wish to refine your request by narrowing its scope by being more specific about what information you particularly wish to obtain, including any dates or period of time relevant to the information required. 
You may re-use the information under an Open Government Licence.
