The Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland Suicide Audit and Prevention Group is co-chaired by Public Health at Leicester City Council and Leicestershire County Council.  
Group partners include the City, County and District Councils, Leicestershire Police (including Office of police and crime commissioner), Leicestershire Fire and Rescue Service, East Midland Ambulance Service NHS Trust, local CCGs and acute NHS Trusts, Public Health England [representing local prisons and probation services] and community organisations [RCC, Turning Point, Samaritans].

2a. Who has the council identified as being at-risk of suicide in your area? Please be specific in your answer by providing details such as gender, age, ethnicity and socio-economic status etc.

The 3 year rate of death by suicide [see https://fingertips.phe.org.uk/profile-group/mental-health/profile/suicide/data#page/0/gid/1938132828/pat/6/par/E12000004/ati/102/are/E06000016/iid/41001/age/285/sex/1] suggests those most at risk are men aged 35-64 years.  
Most are from White/White British ethnic backgrounds.  Many affected people have faced adverse circumstances such as break down of relationships, changes in employment, housing. 
2b. How does your Suicide Prevention Plan target the above group(s)?

The Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland Suicide Audit and Prevention Group is working with Leicestershire Police on Real Time Surveillance data to improve information on known attempts.

4a. How is the council supporting those people bereaved, or affected by, a suspected suicide? 

As part of the Suicide Prevention Strategy Leicester City Council, in partnership with Leicestershire County Council and the Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner, commission Bereavement support for people bereaved or affected by suicide.

4b. How is the council supporting women, aged 10 and above?

Public Health does General public mental health campaigns, UAVA (United Against Violence & Abuse) to tackle violence and abuse.  There will be wider mental health support from other Divisions in the City Council [Richmond Fellowship- Adult Social Care].


5a. Has the council identified high-frequency suicide locations? Please answer either Yes or No.

No, most deaths occur in person’s residence.  However, the Suicide Audit and Prevention Group has worked to lessen risk at generic hotspots, such as car parks and train tracks.

Suicide awareness training for staff, Samaritans signage on high-risk locations [bridges, car parks], meetings with British Transport Police and Network Rail.

Leicester City Council budgeted £40,000 annually for suicide awareness training

It was all spent

It was spent on providing awareness raising to vulnerable people
