You asked:

Please can you provide the information relating to the following;

1) The numbers of improvement notices under Housing Act 2004 served on private residential property landlords in the Leicester Area by reference to each Ward in Leicestersince 2010.
2) The number of Prohibition notices under the Housing Act 2004 served on private Landlords in the Leicester Area by reference to Wards in Leicester since 2010

3) The number of Hazard Awareness Notices under the Housing Act 2004 served on private landlords in the Leicester Area by reference to Wards since 2010

4) Please provide data, report or any other document which details assessments taken by Leicester City Council in respect of housing conditions in the Stoneygate, Castle, Spinney Hill Wards in Leicester

5) Please provide data, reports or any other document which provides information on whether there is overcrowding in properties let by landlords in the Stoneygate, Castle and Spinney Hill Wards in Leicester. How many overcrowding Notices have been served since 2016 for these Wards?

6) The numbers / level of action taken by Leicester city council either through court or without court in connection to anti-social behaviour by reference to Wards in Leicester since 2010

7) What level of private landlords have failed to take action after being requested to do so by Leicester City Council in respect of anti-social behaviour by reference to Wards in Leicester since 2010

8) What measures Leicester City Council have taken to combat anti-social behaviour and what has been the effect of those measures in all the wards in Leicestersince 2010. Has anti-social behaviour declined as a result of such measures?
In response to questions 1 to 8.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

Staff would be required to trawl through 4 different reporting systems and several thousand case records to establish the data required. The information requested is not recorded in a reportable format, in many cases the data would be held within specific housing records and require extensive trawling by staff.  
This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.

9) Which Wards in Leicester are experiencing high levels of migration
This data is collected by the government during census.

For your information this letter constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied, namely the information is accessible by other means, and is already in the public domain.
