You asked:
This is a request for revenue/income generated by Council travellers camps, such as Council tax payments, rent, etc.

Also, can you confirm that utilities are paid for by travellers, direct, or does Leicester City Council pay & then charge the travellers.

Answer:
The council tax generated for 2019/20 for the three travellers sites is as follows;

There are 3 sites with 37 pitches in total.  All are in Council Tax Band A and the full annual charge for a band A property is £1,228.03.

The 2019/20 council tax generated after allowing for discounts, exemptions and council tax support based on individual circumstances is £9,631.06, breakdown as follows;

Greengate Nook, Greengate Lane             £1,661.67

Redhill Nook, Thurcaston Road                   £2,247.98

Meynells Gorse, Golf Course Lane            £5,721.41

The 2019/20 rental income generated by the 3 travellers sites is £205k

The 2019/20 weekly rental charge per plot: 

Greengate Nook, Greengate Lane                £105.83

Redhill Nook, Thurcaston Road                     £105.83

Meynells Gorse, Golf Course Lane                 £94.90

The revenue generated from pitch rent is used to fund the expenditure directly associated to the maintenance and the running of the three sites, which also includes staffing costs for tenancy management. 

Residents on the Gypsy and Traveller sites pay for their own utility services.
