You asked:

During the Covid Pandemic the City Council closed all of the house hold refuse sites, during this period what has the cost been to the City Council to clear up the fly tipping around the City.

Answer: Both of Leicester’s Household Waste Recycling Centres closed from 24th March and one (Gypsum Close HWRC) reopened on 20th May.  Within this period the removal of fly tipped waste cost £32,765.46 to remove from the highway.
