Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked:
1. What are the pothole repair techniques that are used?

We aim to do first time permanent repairs wherever possible but sometimes due to the location of a pothole or traffic issues we may have to just temporarily fill it and then return to do a permanent repair. Permanent repairs have sawn and sealed joints and hot mix asphalt being compacted into the patch. Temporary ‘plug’ repairs use a cold applied permanent pot hole repair material that is tipped into the hole and pressed down.

2. The number of potholes that occurs around the council area?

The number of potholes repaired in Leicester in the financial year 2019/20 was 3808

3. How much it costs to repair a pothole?

The average cost of repairing a 1 square metre pothole is £75.03
