Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

Please can you provide the following: 
· Number of cyclist deaths from January 1st 2019 - January 1st 2020 
There were no fatal cycle deaths recorded from road traffic accidents in Leicester in 2019.
· The road names or postcodes of cycling accidents during the same period 
There were 91 cycle injury accidents recorded in Leicester in 2019.  Please find attached the data regarding these incidents.
· The number of temporary or permanent barriers put in place to reduce the number of cycling accidents and the cost of these over the last 5 years (January 1st 2015 - January 1st 2020) and whether or not these barriers were PAS 68 or IWA 14 crash tested.
Infrastructure for cycle safety is provided as part of overall scheme design by implementing features such as; segregated cycle lanes on footways and where cycle lanes are on the carriageway we have used back to back kerbs and cycle bollards.  No other barrier systems have been used to date.

· What you plan to spend on measures to protect cyclists following the announcement from the government that it has announced an overall £2bn package to create a new era of cycling and walking and whether these measure will be temporary or permanent, and if you are able to answer at this stage if these barriers will be PAS 68 or IWA 14 crash tested. The Government’s plans to release the £2bn are in the early stages of release. Initial allocations as part of the Emergency Active Travel Fund to fund measures to support transport recovery planning have been notified to local authorities. The council has submitted its bid to the DfT and await the outcome. The Council has prepared a Transport Recovery Plan which can be seen at 

www.leicester.gov.uk/media/186689/covid-19-transport-recovery-plan-may-2020.pdf. 
This document sets out the council’s plans for cycling and walking pop up infrastructure which are the subject of the councils funding bid. This will involve setting out these features with traffic cones, cycle bollards/wands signing and lining. 

Work is in the early development stage for the funding stream you mentioned above, therefore we are unable to provide detail at this stage.  This letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.  Regulation 12(4)(a) of the Environmental Information Regulations is also engaged, we do not hold this information.
