We do record this data but it is not available to us in a format that is reportable for the benefit of this response. 

To do this accurately, we would have to conduct a manual audit of each case record to establish when the actual moves occurred. This would involve locating and trawling through each of the 108 user records held.  This search combined with the work already conducted, would exceed the cost limit as defined by the Freedom of Information Act.

Section 12 of the Act allows a public authority to refuse a request for information where the cost of dealing with it would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450 (equivalent to 18 hours of work).

This is therefore a refusal notice under the provisions of Section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
