Freedom of Information Act 2000 – Current and future housing
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds some of the information requested.

You asked:

1) How many long-term hospital placements for people from the borough with a learning Disability are there? 

There are 18 adults and 1 under 18 from Leicester who are in long term treatment (over 12 months) within a mental health hospital.

2) How many of the people in question 1 does the Council anticipate will return to local community living at some point in the future? 

It is anticipated that 17 would return to the local community at some point in the future.

3) How many out of borough placements are the borough paying for for 

a) people with a Learning Disability and 102.
b) people with mental health difficulties? 18.

4) What plans are in place to bring these placements back into borough? 

Every effort is made to bring this cohort back to Leicester. This is completed under best interest meetings, MDT meetings and families views and wishes. Once a provider is identified and suitable accommodation in the borough then a transition plan is completed to get the person back to borough in the community in a planned safe timely way. Sometimes not often, as every individuals needs are different that the borough maybe not be able to provide that particular accommodation or needs in the borough then with family agreement we look to the nearest borough.

5) How many service users have no identified independent or supported living home placement in the borough at the present time? 

6 adults have a care provider/placement identified, 12 adults are not currently ready for discharge and the 1 person under 18 is also not ready for discharge.


6) How many of the service users require flat access or mobility adaptations to support them? 

1 (in relation to the number identified in question 5).


7) How many individuals with learning disabilities between the ages of 16 and 18 are supported by the borough? 

Approx. 43 Young Persons with Learning Disabilities are provided services.

8) How many service users with a learning disability or a physical disability are expected to need independent living accommodation in 2021?

9) How many service users with a learning disability or a physical disability are expected to need independent living accommodation in 2022?

10) How many service users with a learning disability or a physical disability are expected to need independent accommodation in 2023?


In relation to Questions 8 – 10, this information is not currently held. The Commissioning team is currently working on a Supported Living and Extra Care Strategy that will detail information on types of people envisaged needing supported living that will be published over the Summer of 2020. 


11) How many new homes have already been identified for those needing some form of supported living accommodation in 2021?

12) How many new homes have already been identified for those needing some form of supported living accommodation in 2022?

13) How many homes have already been identified for those needing some form of supported living accommodation in 2023?


In relation to Questions 11 – 13, this information is not currently held. The Commissioning team is currently working on a Supported Living and Extra Care Strategy that will detail information on types of people envisaged needing supported living that will be published over the Summer/Autumn of 2020. They will be looking at their approach to realising affordable accommodation in the Autumn.
