Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
1. Regarding your Looked After Children aged 16-17 and for your Care Leavers aged 18-25 who are currently placed in semi-independent unregulated accommodation, please could you define the different levels/categories of care that the council has for these individuals.
Answer:

Leicester City Council does not operate a system of different levels/categories.  Packages with providers are negotiated on the basis of individual needs of Young People. Support hours and costs of placements are on a case by case basis, however basic support packages average around 10 hours support per week.
This letter therefore acts as a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with Section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
2. Please could you let me know what the average cost per week per service user per Care Level per provider is when these individuals are placed in semi-independent accommodation.

As above, we don’t have care levels, but we can state that the price range of semi-independent provision per week varies from £194.62 for a basic level of support to £5998.00 for complex and intensive packages which involve 24 hour a day care.

Average cost across all levels of provision is £954.26 per week.

3. Please let me know how many Looked After Children aged 16-17 you currently accommodate in semi-independent unregulated accommodation per care level.

26 young people between the ages of 16-18 years old.

4. Please let me know how many Care Leavers aged 18-25 you currently accommodate in semi-independent unregulated accommodation per care level.

23 Care Leavers aged 18-25 currently accommodated in semi-independent accommodation.
