Leicester City Council has a comprehensive and embedded system for managing organisational risk at all levels of the organisation. This covers the identification and, where possible and appropriate, the mitigation of risks at service, divisional and corporate levels. The vehicle for identifying and capturing risk, evaluating and monitoring progress is through the production and updating of risk registers at strategic, divisional, service levels. Covid-19 organisational risks have been incorporated into this proven system of working as opposed to captured separately in a single risk assessment. The risk management process is overseen by the Chief Operating Officer and his executive team but is also regularly reported to the Audit and Risk Committee. In addition to overarching management of organisational risk, each Leicester City Council service area has developed bespoke safe working practice health and safety risk assessments that take account of buildings used and the type of service delivered. These include the Covid-19 risk to staff, clients, visitors and contractors, with suitable mitigation measures put in place where necessary.
