Your request for information has now been considered. The Council does not hold the information requested.

You asked:

1. Budgets/funding or any other resources directly allocated by the Authority towards anti-trafficking activities and/or activities to combat ‘modern slavery' in 2017/18 and 2018/19 financial years (i.e. dedicated projects, anti-trafficking operations, members of staff, information campaigns etc.) and what these activities are.
Councils have no powers to check on working conditions inside a building, enforce the minimum wage, or monitor the legality of the workforce.  The City Mayor, Sir Peter Soulsby has been instrumental in leading national government agencies into joint-working arrangements – the first of their kind in the UK - to bring together the key organisations with the necessary powers and to create a taskforce to tackle non-compliance in the textiles supply chain.

In October 2017 we called a meeting of more than 60 representatives from national regulators, manufacturers, and retailers, which concluded that effective intelligence sharing between agencies and the transition of this into co-ordinated action at a local level was critical in combating the problems of non-compliance within the industry.

It led to us establishing a Leicester textiles compliance pilot, involving the four main national enforcement bodies – HMRC, Gangmasters and Labour Abuse Authority (GLAA), Employment Agency Standards Inspectorate (EAS) and the Health and Safety Executive (HSE), which has been working together since September 2018.

Whilst we have contributed to partner campaigns on anti-trafficking activities and/or activities to combat ‘modern slavery, we have not directly contributed financial resources.
