5) How much is the fine on receipt of a fixed penalty notice in the council area?

Leicester City Council issues PCNs for bus lane contraventions and not Fixed Penalty Notices.

If no payment received a Charge Certificate is issued at £90 and then the final letter would be debt registration at £98.
