You asked:
I am writing to request information under the Freedom of Information Act 2000, at the request of Leicester Textile and Manufactures Federation. 

I would be interested in any information held by your LLEP regarding my request. 

My clients would welcome detailed information on the annual Revenues of the LLEP for the last five years. How much of the funds annually have been located in supporting businesses, charities, organisations and universities outside the Leicester City Council and in urban Leicester.

You clarified:
The wards in urban areas in question are North Evington, Wycliffe, Spinney Hill, Evington, Belgrave, Troon, Stoneygate and the Abbey ward. 
These wards have a concentration of BAME communities within the Textile Manufacturing sector. 

We require a full and detailed response as a matter of urgency, given the very serious challenges being faced. 
Answer:
Please see attached file for funding given by LLEP. 
Information is not recorded down by wards, only by postcode data. Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with Section 1.1 of the Act, ward information is not held by Leicester City Council.

Please note, some personal data such as names of individuals have been withheld from disclosure as the Council considers that it is covered by the exemption contained at Section 40.2 of the Act.

The Council judges that disclosure to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1-fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified, legitimate & explicit purposes. 

In addition to the information, which is publicly available on our website https://www.llep.org.uk/governance/finances-and-accounts/ the following funds were spent on supporting businesses, charities, organisations and universities since 2015, excluding funds awarded to Leicester City Council.
