Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) – homelessness
Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

During the recent “Everyone In” scheme, local authorities in the UK were required to house rough sleepers through funding provided by central government during Coronavirus National Lockdown Restrictions (2020). 
Please can you send me information for each of the following points?

1. How many rough sleepers in your local authority area were accommodated under the ‘’Everyone In’’ initiative in total between March-July 2020?
Answer:

From the start of ‘Everyone In’ during the month of March 2020, to the end of July 2020, Leicester City Council accommodated 424 people who were either rough sleeping, at risk of rough sleeping, or occupying night shelter-style accommodation.  
To focus specifically on the rough sleeper cohort within the wider Everyone In cohort, will take in excess of 18 hours as our recording mechanisms do not allow for us to provide a breakdown without creating new data sets.
This is therefore a Refusal Notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of Section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that this exercise will exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450.  This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, along with locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

As such, the answer to this and other questions provide information on all of those accommodated who were within scope of the ‘Everyone In’ directive.
2. How many of the rough sleepers accommodated at any time during this period are considered to be No Recourse to Public Funds (NRPF)?

3. How many of the rough sleepers accommodated at any time during this period (March-July) are EU nationals?

Have any rough sleepers placed in accommodation during ‘Everyone In’ measures been supported through a reconnection service to another part of the UK or to return to country of origin as well as information on the age, gender, nationality and marital status of those who have subsequently accessed a reconnection service.
