1) How do you record Traffic Regulation Order details

A combination of all 3.  Waiting, loading and manoeuvre traffic restrictions are recorded in electronic word documents that can be printed out as schedules of the restrictions on each street using our ParkMap system, to create Traffic Orders for sealing.  This system is only available to a limited number of Officers.  Schedules are linked to a manually updated Mapinfo based Parkmap system.  Speed limit, weight, height and other restrictions are not kept on this system, however, the orders will be kept electronically by our legal services and we have some paper copies kept in our deep storage.  They are also be available electronically on the Traffic Penalty Tribunal website.

2) If you use GIS or specialist software for recording and creating Traffic Regulation Orders please indicate which software platform you use?
