Answer:
Leicester City Council operates two household waste recycling centres, at Freemen’s Common and Gypsum Road.  
The Freemen’s Common household waste recycling centre has a CCTV system which is wholly owned and controlled by Biffa Leicester Ltd, whom operate this site on behalf of the Council.  
The Gypsum Close household waste recycling centre has a CCTV system which is owned and controlled by the Council as a stand-alone system.  
At both the Leicester City Council household waste recycling centres, signage is displayed to indicate the operation of CCTV systems on the sites.
In addition to the above Leicester City Council also operates a number of recycling bring banks and further information relating to those is also given

· Can you confirm all the alternative methods you have used to discourage fly-tipping at the recycling centres under your control?

· If you have used alternative methods (signage, website notices, posts to social media, campaigns), please detail and provide copies of communications and signage used.
No alternative information is provided at the large recycling centres, which are closed sites.
